8. On/Off-Campus Accommodation Application for Overseas Students.  

9. A photocopy of Health Insurance which covers the duration of student’s stay  in  

Taiwan. (After a continuous residence within Taiwan for six months, students must enroll in 

the National Health Insurance program.)
